b) los adjetivos de 3 silabas, usan “MORE” adelante del adjetivo. (“MORE” significa “MAS”)
EX: Gold is more expensive than silver = El oro es mas caro que la plata
c) los adjetivos de 2 silabas que terminan en “ER” o “Y”, siguen la regla a
EX: Music is easier than mathematics = Musica es mas facil que matematicas
los adjetivos de 2 silabas que terminan en “FUL”, “RE” o0 “OUS”, siguen laregla b
EX: Tina is more careful than Mary = Tina es mas cuidadosa que Maria
